We
remember that he suffered on the Cross for all of us. We are
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one family and Christ is our Head. We are all nourished by the same Holy Spirit. Let
us love one another as Christ loves us. In today’s Gospel, Jesus called Peter,
Andrew, James, and John to follow Him and become fishers of men (Mt 4:19). We
too are called to be fishers of men when we are baptised. How many people have
you invited to the Lord in the first month of 2008?
